Disability Rights Oregon (DRO) wants to disrupt the school to prison pipeline for youth aged six to 21 with 
disabilities. Youth are best served when they get the supports they need in their own homes and communities. Children 
and youth with disabilities in need of supports and services too often end up in the criminal justice system. Every child 
deserves the opportunity to succeed.

To help advocate for the rights of youth and interrupt the disastrous chain of events that can lead 
to incarceration, DRO will:

Work with juvenile parole and probation, as well as state or 
county agencies, to assist in release planning

Seek better behavior supports in school settings
